EARLY NEIGHBORHOOD HISTORY—MARY’S CREEK AREA

 As far back as 11,000 years ago, Indians (Wichita, Caddo, Comanche & Apache) hunted large herd of 
buffalo around Mary’s Creek area.  The confluence of the clear fork of the Trinity River and Mary’s Creek 
provided water for these hunting expeditions. 
 Around the 1850’s, Anglos settled what is now the Benbrook area (including Mary’s Creek), part of the 
Peters’ colony established by the Republic of Texas.  There was actually a contract to attract 250 families per year.  
Families were given 320 acres and single immigrants were given 160 acres, plus a free cabin, see and musket 
balls. 
 S. Edward and Nancy Wilburn of Missouri arrived around 1843 and settled along Mary’s Creek.  A Mary’s 
Creek post office was established during the 1850’s or 1860’s.  Lemuel-Edwards settled along the clear fork near 
present day Hulen Street in 1848. 
 If the names seem few remember land was given away early on and many early settlers added to that 
because land was so cheap.  As a result there were early settlers that owned sizeable tracts of land. 
 A single room school house and Methodist church were built in 1857 near clear fork of the Trinity River 
by Edward Willburn.  The school ceased classes during the Civil War.  A new school/church was built in 1872 by 
several early families including the Edwards & Willburns.  Benbrook established a post office in 1880.  A few 
years later the Marinda (the pre 1880 name for Benbrook) school and church were relocated to the intersection of 
Winscott Road and Old Benbrook Road. 
 Two major watersheds drain Benbrook.  Mary’s Creek fed by Walnut Creek, Willow Band Creek, 
Plantation East Creek and Plantation West Creek drain most of North Benbrook and Ridglea Country Club Estates 
before discharging into the Clear Fork of the Trinity River.  The Clear Fork is fed by the Timber Creek, Dutch 
Branch and stream “CF-5” drain the remainder of the city. 
 The handbook of Texas describes Mary’s Creek (located in Parker County) as rising 3 miles north of 
Willow Park in eastern Parker County then flowing southeast for 14 ½ miles.  This stream joins the Clear Fork of 
the Trinity River in southwestern Tarrant County just inside the city of Fort Worth.  In Mapsco the head of the 
stream starts north of White Settlement Road and just northeast of the northeastern part of Willow Park crosses 
IH-30, Camp Bowie West and 820 as it heads southeast. 
 Mary’s Creek was named in memory of Mary LeBone, an Indian woman who drowned in the creek in the 
nineteenth century.
