Ingredients 

·  8 ounces dried multigrain elbow pasta 
·  1 cup chopped fresh or frozen mixed vegetables 
·  1 12-ounce can evaporated fat-free milk 
·  1/8 tablespoon black pepper 
·  1 ¼ cups shredded reduced-fat cheddar cheese 
·  1 ounce of American cheese, shredded 

Directions 

Cook pasta according to package directions, adding the 
frozen vegetables to the pasta water the last 2 minutes of 
cooking.  Drain and return to pan. 

Meanwhile, in a medium saucepan, whisk together the milk, 
flour, and 1/8 tablespoon pepper.  Cook and stir over 
medium heat until thickened and bubbly.  Add cheeses; 
cook and stir until melted. 

Pour sauce over pasta mixture in pan.  Heat through.  
Sprinkle each serving with additional pepper, if desired.
